* 1-3 sheets of white (or tan) copy paper (for pages of book)
e Stapler with staples
 Crayons, markers, feathers, wiggle eyes and other craft supplies to decorate the cover
of your book.

Take some time as a family to record the things you're most thankful for this year.

1. Fold the cover stock paper in half like a book.

. Fold the pieces of paper in half like a book. ~
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3. Place the paper inside the cover. Do not staple yet.
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. Place the book on the die so that a portion of the shape extends beyond
the fold of the paper (see illustration). NOTE: to have the fold of the
book on the left side, the shape should extend off the paper to the
RIGHT when you are looking at the cutting side of the die.

5. Push the die and booklet (face down) into the die-cut machine and
cut out your shaped book.

6. Remove the book from the machine.

7. Openthe book flat and staple along the crease of the spine of the

book. :‘/

8. Decorate the cover and write a story or poem, or record your thoughts
in your shape hook.

9. Don'tforget to write your name on your book.
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
