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Salt Dough Ornament & Candle Holder

No Cooking Required Salt Dough
1/4 cup water
1 T. vegetable oil
1/2 tsp. Food Coloring
3/4 cups flour
1/2 cup salt

Combine water, oil, and food coloring. Add all dry ingredients
and mix well. Kneed until smooth.

Drying or Baking Salt Dough

Salt dough can be air or oven dried. To oven dry, place items on a foil lined cookie sheet. Bake for
one hour at 125°. Remove items from the sheet and place directly on the oven rack. Slowly raise the
temperature to 200°. Bake for several hours — until dry, checking periodically. Dried items will sound

hollow when tapped.

NOTE: Children must be carefully supervised around boiling water.
Both doughs are safe to eat, but are very salty and are not meant to be edible.
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Cooked Salt Dough

1 cup water
1/4 cup salt
2 T.vegetable oil
1/2 tsp. Food Coloring
1 cup flour
1 T. Cream of Tartar

In a medium sauce pan over medium heat, combine water,
oil, coloring, and salt. Stir until salt is dissolved. Add flour
and cream of tartar. Stir constantly until dough forms a ball.
Remove from heat and kneed until smooth.
